WINEMAKER’S NOTES

Sauvignon Blanc grapes were sourced from
a single vineyard site on the banks of the
Awatere River and harvested in the early
hours of the morning to retain crisp varietal
character. Pinot Noir grapes were hand
picked and hand sorted. The grapes were
gently de-stemmed and then fermented in
small open top cuvees and hand plunged

4 times per day. Very gently pressed the
wines were blended 94% Sauvignon Blanc
6% Pinot Noir.
